Hearing Screening @ PHPS 
We have just confirmed with Marathon Health Dubbo that they will be at the preschool next Tuesday, 

10th April from 10am to conduct hearing screening  tests on the children aged 4-5 years and  with the 

younger children an ear health check which tests for middle ear issues.  

Attached is a consent form (yes…another one). Please complete and return ASAP. 

Although consent forms are tiring to complete, especially when there’s a few going home at the same 

time, screenings are a great opportunity to identify any areas of concern in readiness for ‘big’ school. 

Marathon Health’s program has a strong focus on follow up screening and following through with 

referrals and treatment. They visit Peak Hill each school term and follow up on any children who require 

a follow up hearing screening.  

We are lucky at PHPS to have great partnerships with organisations that are able to conduct these 

screenings, as smaller preschools and communities often miss out.
